Haven’t had anyone step up to run any of the committees, need committees for food, decorations, fundraising, transportation and security.   Concern over the date, as volunteers may not be able to stay the full night, as it is a weeknight.   Dave De Re has checked the policies and it is determined that the PAC is ultimately responsible for all contracts signed for the After Grad.  Dave has inquired about liability insurance, which the venue requires.  A special event application must be submitted and it will be confirmed and quoted 90 days prior to the event.  In the meantime, Dave has asked for a ballpark figure of what this insurance policy might cost.  It will be approximately between $200 - 
$400.  Dave has also signed the contract for the use of The Fridge, which has been booked from Sunday at noon until the morning after the After Grad. (June 27-30).  The cost of the rental is $500.00 and we will be invoiced directly.
