Minutes of H.J. Cambie Secondary School
Parent Advisory Committee Meeting

Wednesday, May 28, 2008
Kathy Churchill, Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. and welcomed all members.  The following individuals were in attendance:

(1) Approval/Amendments to Agenda – There was a request, by Mary Ens, to add 2 new items under new business:  Society Annual Report and Gaming Funds.   Mary Ens motioned change of agenda and it was seconded by Sheena Gingrich. All were in favour and motion was passed.

(2) Adoption of Minutes: April 23, 2008 – minutes were reviewed by members.  Mary Ens motioned approval of minutes and it was seconded by Sheena Gingrich.  All were in favour and motion was passed.
(3) Correspondence – K. Churchill – no new update.
(4) Reports
· Chairperson – Kathy Churchill - no new update.

· Treasurer – Mary Ens provided a hardcopy of the financial statement for everyone’s review.  It was noted there are still approved expenditures outstanding in the gaming account from this year. The outstanding items total approximately $13K and should be claimed by the end of June.   These funds can be carried forward to the New Year.   

It was also noted that there is no fiscal operating year in the current constitution.  Therefore, it was suggested the reporting period should be May 1 – April 30.  Mary Ens motioned approval of reporting period and it was seconded by Dave De Re.  All were in favour and motion was passed.
· After Grad – Mary Ens provided an update on the after grad budget. The committee is busy with May 30th after grad event.  They will be decorating “the fridge” on May 29th and volunteers are required.  It was suggested for next years planning purposes it would be helpful to have a list of activities/events for the grade 12’s.

(5) Old Business – S. Ginter and M. Wickham were absent; therefore no new update provided.  S. Johal to follow-up with the ladies on the Staff appreciation lunch and send out an email.
(6) New Business – K. Churchill

· Presentation of PAC Scholarships
· PAC has asked that no categories be formally announced at the ceremony.  Rather, they wish to simply have them given as "PAC" Scholarships.
· S. Johal has volunteered to present the PAC scholarships.
· Meeting dates for 2008/09 – It was agreed the PAC will continue to meet on the 4th Wednesday of every month.  Raj Johal motioned approval of meeting date and it was seconded by Sheena Gingrich.  All were in favour and motion was passed.

· Robert’s Rule of Order – discussion took place whether or not PAC should invest into a copy of Robert’s Rule of Order.  It was noted that an executive summary is available on-line.  Therefore motion was defeated by all.

· Revised Constitution and By-Laws for H.J. Cambie PAC – a revised document was presented for PACs review and approval.  Some minor modifications are required and all members were in agreement to adopt the revised document.   Once changes are made the revised document should be forwarded to the School and School Board.  In addition a copy of the previous document should be kept on file with the revised version.  Raj Johal motioned approval of the revised constitution by by-laws and it was seconded by Dave De Re.  All were in favour and motion was passed.

· PAC Executive for 2008/09 – the following individuals were elected by acclamation:

· Note:  * Mary Ens has volunteered to be the interim Treasurer for the month of September as she would like to focus her efforts on the after-grad committee.  Therefore, this position will be voted upon at the September meeting.

Mary Ens motioned approval of new executive and it was seconded by Sandy Smithbower. All were in favour and motion was passed.
· Signing Officers for 2008/09 – it was agreed the signing officers would remain status quo for next year – the Chair, Secretary, Treasurer and School Administrator will remain in this role.

· Society Annual Report – the Society Annual Report has to be filed and there’s a $25.00 filing fee.  Raj Johal motioned approval and it was seconded by Dave De Re. All were in favour and motion was passed.

· Gaming Funds – PAC had allotted $3.0K for the start up of the school paper which included printing and publication. The group has purchased a laptop and there was discussion on whether or not this would be classified as “printing and publication” costs?  There was a lengthy discussion about this issue and PAC was in agreement that the costs should be reimbursed as they would fall into the specified category.  However, groups must be more specific when submitting requests in the future. 

Cheque and deposit books, from an old bank account, were found in the PAC cupboard. Motion to destroy both of these was put forward by Raj Johal and seconded by Kathy Churchill.  All were in favour and motion was passed.

(7) Administration Report – N. Kamide

· Retirements – The school has 5 retirements this year and another 7-8 for next year.  Therefore, the school is in the midst of staffing and building for succession in anticipation of the upcoming retirements.
· Timetables – the school has experienced some technical glitches so this process has been delayed and the school hopes to have it completed soon.

· Grad Events – the school is in the process of discussing grad events due to the clustering effect and majority of the events taking place in a short time span.  The school agrees that the events need to be spread throughout the year.  Will be raising this issue at PAC next year.

It was noted the dry grad should not be part of the school fees due to the issue of liability.  However, the after grad committee could make a separate request in conjunction with the school fees.  An information package will be sent to all students the week of August 21st for the new school year. 
The dinner and dance will take place on May 30th at the Waterfront Centre Hotel.  The Valedictory ceremonies are scheduled for June 13th at the Chan Centre, UBC. 

· Awards night - is on June 5th at the school and further information will be distributed.

· Meeting of Operating Committee – This is a meeting between the Community Centre and the School.  A member of PAC has been invited to attend the June meeting.  Anyone interested should contact Neil Kamide.
