(1)  Standing Items
(A) Approval/Amendments to Agenda – Kathy Churchill motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Dave De Re. The motion passed unanimously.
(B) Adoption of Minutes: November 26, 2008 – minutes were reviewed by members.  Sandy Smithbower motioned approval of minutes, seconded by Nisha Dhawan.  The motion passed unanimously.
(C) Correspondence – K. Forrest – no new update.

(D) Review of Forward Agenda – N. Kamide advised PAC that we have a volunteer speaker willing to address the issue of internet safety.  It was agreed an honorarium cheque and a H.J. Cambie mug would be given to the speaker.  Mary Ens motioned approval of a $50.00 honorarium cheque, seconded by Sharan Johal.  The motion passed unanimously.
(E) Reports
· Chairperson – Kathy Churchill – working on PAC website with Joel Hoi and Sharan Johal.
· Treasurer – Falina Keegan – No new update and a copy of the current financial report was provided for review.   

· After Grad – Tammy Cameron provided an update on the progress of aftergrad activities.  The committee needs to determine where to store the decorations, for future use, as they’re currently being stored at “The Fridge” and this will be the last year they’re able to store them for us.
· R.D.P.A. – R. Pradhan - an update was provided on the last RDPA meeting by R. Pradhan.  

(2)  Old Business – Gaming Fund Applications
· It was noted that there is a discrepancy with the October 22nd record of decisions regarding the PAC gaming fund approved amount.  The actual amount approved at the October 22nd meeting was $18,821.61 and not $18,872.11 as noted.  Dave De Re motioned amendment of October 22nd record of decisions, seconded by Mary Ens.  The motion passed unanimously.
· It was noted that we have approximately $3,107.50 gaming fund allocation left to spend.  The outstanding applications requiring approval were asked for further justification on their submissions and have not followed up with Dave De Re.  Dave will email with a list of outstanding requests to Neil Kamide for follow up and update to be provided at next PAC meeting on whether funds are required or not.

· Neil Kamide advised PAC members that the first responders have 2 more students in the program and would like additional funds of $150.50 to accommodate these students.  In addition the PAC normally funds Awards Night trophies in the amount of $700.00 and this request was not included in the original submission.

· Dave De Re motioned to provided funding to 1st Responders in the amount of $150.00 and $700.00 is provided to the Awards Night trophies ceremony, this was seconded by Mary Ens.  The motion passed unanimously.
· Dave De Re will do a report on the gaming fund process.
(3)  New Business – PAC Scholarship Applications
· There was detailed discussion around the PAC Scholarship Process and a need to have a separate application form for the students to complete.  It was agreed a Scholarship Committee would be formed who would be responsible for drafting a new PAC Scholarship application and criteria.  They will also be responsible for selecting the successful recipients.
· Dave De Re, Sheena Gingrich and Pat Lewis volunteered to be members of this committee.  Kathy Churchill motioned approval of Scholarship Committee, seconded by Sharan Johal. The motion passed unanimously.
(4)  Administration Report – N. Kamide

· An update was provided on the following areas:

· Construction Upgrade - has started and it will take approximately 2 years to complete.  It will be done in phases and work will be done during spring and summer break.  It was noted that the portables have mold in them and the school needs to decide if they get demolished and replaced.  The school is looking for space for students affected by this issue.

· Program Planning – this is scheduled for February 19th from 7:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m.  Neil is looking for a member from PAC to address the parents. Kathy Churchill to follow up with Neil on this.

· School Planning Council – anyone interested in being involved with setting the schools goals for the upcoming school year.  The group will meet once a month for the next 3 months or so.  Kathy Churchill volunteered to be a member on this planning council.

· Syner Voice – an update was provided on the success and down falls of this new attendance system.  For the most part it’s been successful and further tweaking will be done based upon feedback received.
