(1)  Standing Items
(A) Approval/Amendments to Agenda – Mary Ens requested the addition of  P.E. Department funding and Student Council funding to the agenda.  Mary Ens motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Sharan Johal. The motion passed unanimously.
(B) Adoption of Minutes: April 22, 2009 – minutes were reviewed by members.  Falina Keegan motioned approval of minutes, seconded by Sharan Johal.  The motion passed unanimously.
(C) Correspondence – Received a $500.00 contribution for the after grad committee from the Army and Navy Vets.
(D) Review of Forward Agenda – The dates for the February and March 2010 PAC meetings need to be amended as they conflict the Winter Olympics and Spring Break.  Both these meetings will be held on the 17th of February and March.  Michelle Burge was advised by email of these changes.
(E) Reports
· Chairperson – Kathy Churchill – No new update.
· Treasurer – Falina Keegan – provided an update on the financial status of the PAC general chequing account and the after grad account.  She has applied on-line for the September gaming funds. Falina Keegan motioned to pay the annual society fees, for this year, from the general account and this will be followed up on for the following year.  This was seconded by Mary Ens.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Falina Keegan motioned to accept the statement of revenue and expenditures from May 1, 2008 to April 30, 2009.  This was seconded by Mary Ens.  The motion passed unanimously.  

· After Grad – Mary Ens – provided an update on the after grad activities.  
(2)  Administration Report – N. Kamide

· Final exams will be held from June 12th to 25th.
· School upgrades will be completed by the end of June and it should be business as usual come September.
· Staff is in the process of building timetables based upon the current population which should be similar for next year.
· Valedictory ceremonies are being held on June 12th followed by the dinner and dance on June 26th.
· The weight room has requested PAC provided funds for 3 pieces of equipment totaling $600.00 – this would be utilized by the students and sport teams.  The students don’t have regular access to the Community Centre facilities due to rotating timetables.  Falina Keegan advised the closing balance in the general account is $8900.00 and PAC is able to provide the funds.  Kathy Churchill motioned to purchase the equipment for $600.00 and it was seconded by Mary Ens.  The motion passed unanimously.
(3)  New Business
· PAC Scholarships  - It was a difficult task in selecting the recipients of the PAC scholarships and as all 34 applicants were outstanding.  Five candidates were chosen and will be awarded a PAC scholarship in the amount of $500.00/each.  In addition 2 privately funded scholarships will be awarded.  Sheena Gingrich will send an acknowledgement letter to the donor of the private scholarships.   For next year the application should be modified to include volunteer work as it wasn’t clear in this years process.
· Year End Financial Review/Society Annual Report/Gaming Funds – covered under standing items 1(E).

· Student Council PAC funds – the student council was given funds from PAC to utilize for a pancake breakfast and have decided to spend this money on a lunch.  PAC had no objections to this.
